COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) INCOME ELIGIBILITY

Income eligibility is determined by the combined income of all persons living in the household.  The dollar amount listed is the maximum amount of gross annual income allowed for a particular household.  These guidelines are based on the May 2010 Section 8 Income Limits issued by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

In addition, households may not have more than $50,000 in liquid assets.  Liquid assets include cash in banks, mutual funds, stocks and bonds but do not include assets such as homes, land, automobiles and funds in any IRS-recognized retirement account (IRAs, 401(k), etc).  If you have withdrawn money from your retirement account(s) over the past year, the balance will not count toward the liquid asset limit.  However, any deductions and /or interest accrued over the past year will be a factor when calculating income.  

CDBG ELIGIBLE STRUCTURES

Both single-unit and multi-unit owner-occupied structures are eligible for assistance.  For multi-unit structures, low-income households must occupy at least 51% of the units.

CDBG INELIGIBLE STRUCTURES

1. Garages or other out buildings, businesses, or commercial establishments. 

2. Seasonal Residence(s) (vacation home, part-time dwelling, etc.).

3. Vacant lots.

4. Mobile homes not considered part of the permanent housing stock (not connected to major available utilities and not on a permanent base).

5. Properties in Tax Claim may not be eligible unless the owner has a written repayment plan with the County and are making their payments.
