PUBLIC INPUT:
George DeVault- George thanked everyone for their support and understanding as this is his last official Public Meeting.  

Phil Casey-Mr. Casey Thanked George on a job well done. He also asked about the Bridge over the Norfolk Southern Railway.  He asked if anyone has seen the design for the bridge yet and if it is a faulty design is there anything that can be done.  He felt if there are concerns the Township should push back a little bit to make sure the bridge is functional at the end.
Manager DeLong stated the Public Utility Commission had the final public hearing.  Norfolk Southern wants to put a third track and service Road in under the bridge which has made the bridge design larger.  There will be three months where the traffic will be one directional.   Supervisor Sentner mentioned he has already spoken about the need to plan for detours.  Manager DeLong mentioned that this is a PennDOT Bridge and the Township doesn’t have a lot to say unless we are paying for the bridge.  
John Hayes from New Tripoli Bank and is a Township Resident. He thanked George for his service.  He stated that the Bank took the suggestion of not cutting corners and come in prepared.  They were able to get there land development through all approvals within a year.  He also made the Board aware of the local Township Groups that the Bank is making donations of support to.  

Robert Dennis- Thanked George for his service.  Mr. Dennis asked again which Ordinances still pertained to Logging.  He continued to express his displeasure with the logging operation done next to his property.  He does not agree with the interpretations made and why the ordinance sections were not enforced.  He stated that in his opinion, someone paid someone for the interpretation now he has to look at a mess.  
Solicitor Fisher responded that all sections are enforceable.  Solicitor Fisher after extensive conversations with Alan Brokate and Bud Carter, he has determined that the Zoning officer has to make interpretations of the Zoning Ordinance.  Alan Brokate is not of the opinion that the logging operation is complete.  Mr. Brokate will make another inspection in a few weeks. Only when Mr. Brokate feels everything is complete will any money be released.
